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“civilization” as the keywords. In this analysis, the system extracts the concept of words using natural language 

processing (NLP) and the technique of machine learning processing used in Artificial Intelligent field. NLP conducts 

the morphological analysis then executes the syntax analysis using thesaurus. On the other hand, our current approach 

is defined as the bottom up analysis based on the tweets data shown in Figure 4. We suppose the twitter information 

consists of honest information and finally compare the results of top-down analysis and of bottom-up analysis. This 

comparison will generate the ideal and realistic matters. We will finally verify the exact concept of e-QOL and 

establish the abstraction of feeling of wellbeing. We will continue to conduct the quantitative analysis and join into 

the qualitative analysis.
